My name is Steve Harvey and I have been blessed with the Noseeumfly!

 
It was February 2010 when I met Phil Bair on the Provo River in Utah. 

My father and I were fishing a nice run on the Provo River and having a good day. There was this guy down river from us in camo waders and a pullover hoody. Every time I looked down at him he had a fish on! We were holding our own landing a few fish here and there, but the fish he was pulling in were BIG. After taking a lunch break I just couldn’t stand it any longer! I had to ask. “So what are they eating down there?” I said. Phil replied “Oh just a little midge that I tied up. I’ll show you if you would like. We met on the bank and he showed me the fly. He called it his “swing fly” That was the first Phil Bair fly that changed my life.


It wasn’t until April 2012 that I was introduced me to the Noseeumfly. My friend Justin gave me one as we were walking back to the parking lot together one afternoon. We had not fished together that day but we had met on the trail back. I told him of my day and that my BWO pattern was working the week before but the fish were refusing it now. He laughed. “Dude check this out” he said as my I laid my eyes on my first Noseeumfly. He talked that fly up like it was magic or something! 

I drove home that day with 1 Noseeum BWO in my fly box. The next week I was out fishing by myself again. I started out the day swinging some softies and landed 3 nice fish. Then the Blue Wing Olive hatch started. I went right to the Noseeumfly. BAM! First cast I landed a 15 inch brown. SLURP! Second cast I missed one. I fished that hatch for 1.5 hrs and landed 16 fish! But the crazy thing is that I was so excited I missed at least 50 takes! 

That fly WAS MAGIC! I drove home in kind of a daze that day and I have fished the Noseeumfly ever since. It is hands down the most productive mayfly pattern I have ever fished!
